Choose 5 personas from the article, “An Alphabet of Accessibility Issues” (https://the-pastry-box-project.net/anne-gibson/2014-july-31) and for each persona, explain a potential accessibility issue that such a person might have difficulty with.

Dyslexia- Users with dyslexia may suffer from text that may be too small, unclear, or confusing. When creating web content developers should pay attention to possible visual, learning or cognitive disability issues that individuals may face on a daily basis. Dyslexia is a learning disability, but with the appropriate aid and construction, web content can too be accessible to individuals suffering from dyslexia.
Astigmatism- Due to the astigmatism in J’s right eye, he has difficulty reading the screen so he zooms in the web browser to 150% after 7pm. This visual disability can cause difficulties in accessing online resources and limits the opportunity in containing content available to all users. Developers are responsible in conceiving a website accessible to all users and provide links/applications to further assist users in using the web content appropriately.
Multiple Sclerosis- This autoimmune disease affects the whole human body. An individual suffering from multiple sclerosis can experience a variety of physical disabilities as well as visual disabilities, hearing disabilities and cognitive disabilities due to its affect on the various systems of the body. While each individual is unique in their own signs and symptoms regarding multiple sclerosis, developers need to be aware of each potential accessibility issue and create web content that can be accessible despite each disability.
Age-related macular degeneration- A medical condition that leaves individuals with visual impairments such as blurred vision, or distorted vision. Such visual accessibility issues should be considered from web developers to help improve web accessibility.
Sleep-Deprived- Sleep deprivation can lead to a potential cognitive accessibility issue that leaves individuals in a difficult state of mind when it comes to focusing, concentrating and paying attention.   
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
